• Coffee Pots and Urns:    Dilute 1:20 – 1:80.  Swab interior well to clean.  Rinse 
well with clean potable water after use.  For drip type coffee makers, the diluted 
product may be put into the coffee maker sump and cycled though.  Follow with a 
“brew” of clean potable water to rinse. 

• Glassware:  Make up a 1:160 solution and soak glassware for 5 minutes.  Scrub to 
clean.  Rinse well with clean potable water. 

 
 

• Rinse well with clean potable water after use on all food contact surfaces.
